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KOI UP FOR ADOPTION

I have been dealing with a leak in my 
pond for several months now.  On a 
daily basis I've had to add water which
has been substantially eating into my 
water allotment.  We are in the Bella 
Vista Water District and they take  
their fines and overages very seriously.
